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Summarizer: Your role is summarize which is a bit like re-telling. Remember, summarizing means
that you write about the main happenings or events in the reading selection, but you must put them
into your own words. Supporting details and or evidence from the reading selection along with your

interpretations are important to include in your summary,
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Word Finder: Yeur role is to enrich vocabulary by finding new words in the story and write about
what they mean based on the context of the story. You should have at least 8 words. The words
should be new, unfamiliar words used in an interesting way in the reading passage. Descriptive words
are always a good choice. You will also teach these words to your group. Include the page the word
occurs on and the reason you picked the word.

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Connector: Your role is to make the connections to what happens in the story to real life. (People,
places or events) Determine if the events could happen and make connections to you or somebody you
know. You will need to write about why or why not certain happenings/events could or could not happen
and give supporting evidence. You can also compare events in the story to other stories you've read
that are similar. Connectors make comparisons in real life, with other books or with previous
selections.
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Illustrator: Your role is to make an illustration of a specific time in the reading selection. Your
illustration can be a scene, poster or comic strip.
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
